Countries in Eastern Europe include: Belarus, Bulgaria,
Czech Repuplic, Hungary, Moldova, Poland, Romania,
Russia, Slovakia and Ukraine.

Eastern Europe lies in a deciduous forest biome.

This means that most trees will lose their leaves in the
Autumn and regrow them in Spring. Some woodland
animals are adapted to hibernate during the Winter.
